MINUTES
· 11/20/06 minutes were reviewed and approved by Board.

BASKETBALL
· Franco and Tim reported that Bitty Ball is a great success.  Over 35 children are participating in Bitty Ball.

· The Boys 3-4 Team is doing well as are the Girls 3-4 Teams.  Tina DePergola has done an excellent job with the girls.  This is Tina’s first year as coach.
· All coaches have been doing an excellent job in connecting with parents.  Franco, Rick Ruffolo, Tim and Jane Harrington have communicated directly to their teams or assisted (other) coaches in giving parent reminder phone calls and emails.

· Joanne Denver reported that the communication and cooperation between the Parish and the School have been exceptional.  We’re giving children time to play and practice.  We’re working together on Bitty Ball, joining teams and coaches.  We’re supporting each other in times of minor financial crunches (i.e. – paying referee fee for game, etc.).

· Joanne noted for next year, we need to consider gym’s capacity if we are thinking of adding additional Leagues (i.e. Suburban, City, Boys and Girls Club, etc.).  It’s difficult to accommodate CYO and School teams now.

· Joanne reported that the Parish CYO Teams charge $115 for registration fees.

· Alysse requested permission to have the 7/8 Girls Team play in the Mater Dei Tournament.  The Board approved.

· Board is reviewing possibilities of Tournaments during February vacation and in March.

· Gary Landers attended meeting.  He’s been coaching the 5/6 Grade Boys Teams.  (Bob Collamore was initially appointed the coach of this team by Jennifer Collins.)   Gary advised the Board that Bob Collamore has registered the 5/6 Grade Boys Team for the City League and for the Boys and Girls Club Leagues.  Gary stated that having the boys in this many leagues is has caused conflicts.  Bob has already called and cancelled one of the boys CYO games in order to play a game in one of the other leagues.  The boys are wearing St. Mary’s School uniforms for all these leagues.
· SMAA did not approve these Leagues.  Bob acted without SMAA authorization.

· Jane reported that we not have insurance coverage for the boys to play in these 2 other leagues.

· Franco and Tim have advised the CYO Board and Suburban Board members that Bob Collamore does not have authorization to call, cancel or register St. Mary’s teams.

· Franco will contact the City and Boys & Girls Club Leagues and advise them that Bob Collamore does not have authority to register teams in the name of St. Mary’s School.  Franco and Tim will contact the parents of the Boys on the 5/6 Team and advise them of this.  It will be the parent’s choice if they wish to have their children continue to play on these teams (City and Boys & Girls Teams).  If so, the children will play on the City and Boys & Girls Club Teams under a different name than St. Mary’s School.
· The Board reiterated that Bob Collamore has been suspended and can not coach St. Mary’s teams.  Bob has no authority to establish St. Mary’s sports teams, register said teams under St. Mary’s name or call/cancel teams.  This directive has come from Father Reilly, Pastor St. Mary’s.

· Tim Murphy and Steve Perry reported that they have been getting phone calls from Bob Collamore.  Tim reported that these have come as late as 1am.  Board members have heard some of the messages that Bob has left.

· Jane reported that John L. Sullivan Sandlot League’s first coordinator meeting is Sunday, February 4 at Independence House on Roosevelt Ave in Springfield.  

· Pre-registration form shall go into next Wednesday envelope.

· Hope to offer T-ball and softball if enough interests exists.
