MINUTES APPROVAL

· Alyssa had requested Girls 7/8 Team could participate in Mater Dolorosa Tournament not Mater Dei as noted in minutes.

BASKETBALL

· Tim reported K-2 Ball (Bitty Ball) going very well.  SM’S teams had their 1st game with St. Thomas last weekend.  Next game will be this weekend with St. Thomas.  Coaches are communicating via email and/or phone to parents of game schedules.
