BASKETBALL

· Leagues

   Jen Collins announced that St. Mary’s School (SMS) has registered for CYO and Suburban  

   Leagues.

· Teams

SMS has 8 teams; 4 CYO and 2 Suburban.  CYO Teams consist of: Gr. 3&4 Girls; Gr. 3&4 Boys; Gr. 5&6 Boys; and Gr. 7&8 Girls.  Suburban Teams include: Gr. 5&6 Boys and Gr. 7&8 Girls.  Other teams include: K-2 Boys and at K-2 Girls team.

· Coaches

Coaches have been selected for teams.  Jen will announce coaches to Board.

Alternate coach needed for one team.  Bob Callomore was coaching.  He has been suspended from CYO, per Western Mass CYO.  He can not coach CYO or be in SMS gym to coach or practice. · Schedule

· School CYO Team Status

SMAA Board again reviewed pros & cons of having separate CYO School Teams from Parish CYO teams.  SMAA agreed to go under the umbrella of the Parish CYO Basketball Teams if the following criteria were met:

· SMAA can enter current SMAA CYO Teams and submit school team rosters in the future

· SMAA can hold 1-2 basketball tournaments to raise money to support other school sports programs

· SMAA will manage SMAA CYO Basketball Teams’ Registration 

· SMAA will have equal Board representation on Parish CYO Advisory Board

· Both parties, Parish and SMAA, agree to these terms and shall give a 30 day notice prior to changing these agreements or disbanding.
