The August 2, 2005 meeting minutes were reviewed and approved.

St. Mary’s Field Development:

· Lengthy discussion evolved regarding preparing the field for future practice and game usage.

· Mike Lemke advised that he has spoken with Kent Construction.  Kent Construction is ready to grade the site, etc. at no cost to St. Mary’s.  Kent Construction stated that they would do this job in between other jobs of theirs.  After a lengthy discussion, the Board agreed to have Mike contact Kent Construction, advise them to go forward with the job and to contact Mike Lemke and Joan MacDonald a day ahead or the morning of the job to enable the school to make safe measures for the students.
· Board members requested that Mike either confirm in writing to Kent Construction (with carbon copies of the letter going to Joan MacDonald and Father Reilly) the steps that will be taken by Kent Construction and the request to notify Joan a day ahead of the job if possible or if deemed more effective, the Board suggested that Mike Lemke request from Kent Construction a job punch list that lists each step that Kent Construction has agreed to perform.  Putting this information in writing will aid in ensuring good communication amongst all parties; the school, the parish and the Athletic Association Board Members.
· A suggestion was made for the Board to obtain a quote from “The Sprinkler Man” contractor on the installation of an inground lawn sprinkler system to ensure that the school could easily maintain the field was it was graded. 

St. Mary’s Gym Usage:
· Both Jen Collins and Mike Lemke advised board members of their continued discussions of St. Mary gym usage with Father Reilly and Rick Agnew for St. Mary school basketball teams.

· Little progress has been made in securing acceptable gym time usage.  CYO basketball, under the direction of Rick Agnew, has 90% of gym time usage during the school week and on the weekends.
· After requesting all members input on desired gym time usage for St. Mary School basketball teams, Mike Lemke agreed to write a letter to Father Reilly requesting specific gym times and total weekly hours.

Soccer Update:

· Jen Collins, Steve Perry, and Jane Harrington all reported that the U6, U8, and U10 teams have been a success!  All teams are in full swing during the soccer season and the children are learning new skills and having fun.

School Improvements Update:
