Joe Monahan opened the meeting with a prayer.

The January meeting minutes were approved.

Joan MacDonald gave her Principal's Report:

· Longmeadow Police Officer Swistak visited the school January 24 to talk about Internet Safety with the children.

· Open House on January 29 was a huge success.  Enrollment for 2006-2007 could have 20 new students spread out in grades 1 – 6 in addition to the Pre-K and Kindergarten grades being full.

· The Grandparent luncheon was well attended.  There were 140 Grandparents and 327 lunches were served.

Pastor's Report:

· Cathedral High is considering opening up a middle school (grades 6,7,8) at the current site.  The Principal met with Fr. Reilly to discuss the ongoing exploration of such an endeavor.

· A lengthy and spirited discussion took place about fiscal responsibility of the school going forward to setting next years budget and tuition.

Old Business:

· Passed due bills – most have been paid including Extended Day.

· All tuition is being paid with the exception of a couple that had a FACTS foul up.

Computer Classroom

· The need for regular professional maintenance is a necessity.  Formal agreements are needed.

Referral Program/Volunteering:

· A short discussion took place RE: referral benefits for incoming students.  These students may come from a school that is closing.  More consideration will need to be given.

· Parents have expressed interest in volunteer work that would include classroom time.  Additional consideration is needed.  The discussion was deferred to a future date.

The intercom system is dying.  A quote has been received for $16,000.  More quotes will be pursued.

A meeting will be held on February 8 at 7PM and will include the School Board, representatives from the Parents Association, Athletic Association, A.C.E., Golf and Road Race committees.  The purpose of the meeting is to discuss Strategic Planning of fundraising efforts from all of the groups.

The next School Board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, March 1, at 7PM.

Fr Reilly closed the meeting with a prayer.  The meeting adjourned at 9:15 PM.
