Fr. Reilly opened the meeting with a prayer.

The February meeting minutes were approved.

Joan MacDonald gave her Principal's Report:

· Enrollment for next year is progressing well.  Many new students are coming from other areas.

· March 24 – no school; this is an in-service day.  The final draft for the accreditation plan will be worked on.

· Iowa testing starts March 27 and is 2 weeks long.

· Spring pictures are being taken March 30.

· The Easter Bunny will be at school on March 31 with donuts and juice.

Pastor's Report:

· The diocese taxes parishes 7% without a Catholic School and 5% to parishes that have a Catholic School.  The money goes to teacher’s health care, tuition assistance and Cathedral High assistance.

Alumni discussion – Jim Jones

· A list of the last 10 years of alumni is available and needs to be put on a computer.  From 1996 to present, all alumni are on a computer list.

Finance Commission

· The first Development meeting was held March 1, 2006 at 6PM.  The focus was on centralizing fundraising efforts and where the money comes from and where it is intended to go.  The needs to be known so there is one list of needs and no duplication of needs or spending.

· Tuition for 2006 – 2007 is available.  A letter will be sent home on March 2, notifying parents.  A $100 re-registration fee is due on March 15.

· The Referral program incentive was increased.

There are diocesan funds available to assist in getting the intercom system fixed.  A Grant needs to be written to get some of the available money.  Kit Dennis and Joan MacDonald will write the Grant request.

Desks are needed for many rooms.  Each roomful of desks equates to ~$3500.  Each desk and chair combo is ~$125.

The projected deficit for next school year is in the vicinity of $10K if all estimates prove accurate.  This is an incredible improvement in two years time.

The web site has changed with visual improvements and added information.  The Athletic Association, A.C.E., the new St Mary School brochure and Alumni now have pages.  The Monthly Calendar is available instead of having to see the entire school year.  The entire school year is still available.

The new pick-up policy was discussed.  Safety of the children is targeted.

The next School Board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, April 5, at 7PM.

Fr Reilly closed the meeting with a prayer.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 PM.
