Jim Rooney opened the meeting with a prayer.

The March meeting minutes were approved.

Joan MacDonald gave her Principal's Report:

· A Lenten prayer occurs every morning with students in the lobby of the school

· Pride & Prejudice – 6,7,8 grade students is this Thursday and Friday.

· The ACE Auction has sold 175 tickets to this Saturday’s (4/8/06) event.

· Parent-Teacher conferences are on April 12 and 13. These are ½ days.

· School vacation begins on Good Friday, April 14.

· Acceptance letters were sent for all new applicants, for next school year.  There are 19 new Pre-K, 9 new Kindergarten, 33 new students in grades 1 – 7.  There are 12 students leaving, mostly from Kindergarten.

· Sr Norma Fleming from Riverside, Rhode Island will be visiting for Accreditation.  Sr Norma is from St Mary’s Academy Bayview.

· October 15 – 18, 2006 will be the Accreditation visit.  There is a Reception and Dinner on Sunday October 15 for the Accreditation team and essential members of the Accreditation committee.  The School Board members are requested to be in attendance.

· St Adalbert’s (Enfield, CT) is closing.  Many students are coming to St Mary’s Longmeadow.

· The roof repair will begin soon and will cost approximately $270K.

Commission Reports:

· All financial figures from formal committees and associations are being finalized.  The next meeting is scheduled for May 3, 1 hour before the next School Board meeting.

Alumni discussion – Jim Jones

· All Alumni have been put in a computer.  These students are from the years 1972 through 2005.

Finance Commission

· No Report

There has been a Grant request written for the intercom system and 2 full classrooms of desks.  The intercom system request is for $26,800 and $9,280 for desks.  An answer is expected by June 2006.

A possible campaign for desks could take place to solicit funding from local businesses based upon the result of the Grant request.

Web Site:

· The school site was down for a few days last week.  The diocese has switch to a new ISP.  The URL for the school will not have the tilda (~) in it any more.

· The diocese has corrected the email address for the school on their site and updated the tuition figure and student count.

· The Scrip form is now available on the web site.

The 40th anniversary of the school is in 2007/2008 school year.  Early planning will need to start for a celebration.

An alternative pick-up policy was presented for afternoon pick-up.  Safety of the children remains first but a faster release is targeted.  The afternoon pick-up policy and plan will remain but a request for a proposal for the AM drop off was made.
