· Joe Monahan opened the meeting with a prayer.

· The May meeting minutes were approved.

· Joan MacDonald gave her Principal's Report:

· St. Mary's School has elected a new nine-member board called the St. Mary's School Athletic Association.  They will an advisory board for the school concerning the baseball, basketball and possibly soccer teams.

· The 8th grade banquet was held June 3.  Mass was held at 6PM with dinner in the gymnasium at 6:30.  About 150 people attended.

· The 8th grade graduation will be on June 10.  Fr. Reilly will celebrate a mass with the students and families with a reception following in the gymnasium.

· Pre-K and Kindergarten graduation will be held on June 9 at 9:15 AM with a reception following the ceremony.

· The last day of school is June 16th.  A Mass will be hosted by the 1st grade class.

· There are two (2) scheduled calendar meetings with the parish groups to determine the need for space for the next school year.  The meetings will be held on June 21 and 28.

· New teachers are being interviewed for positions in Grade 5, Computer, Spanish and Pre-K Aide.

· An Art teacher was hired.  This teacher will be in on Thursdays (all day) and Wednesday and Friday mornings.

· The school is losing 17 students other than the graduating 8th graders.  There are 15 or 16 entering in the 1st, 2nd and 6th grades.

· The IOWA Test results show the 7th grade is 3 years ahead, the 5th grade is 3 yrs and 1 month ahead and the 3rd grade is 2.9 years ahead.

Patty Monroe (St. Mary's Parish Director of Faith Formation) presented a movie on the code of conduct for schools.  A CORI (Criminal Offender Records Inquiry) needs to be agreed to (form signed) by all persons acting as volunteers that are in the school and near children.  The School Board Members are obligated to sign a permission slip in order to remain on the Board.

The name of the school will remain the same until the accreditation is completed.

The Bylaws of the School Board were reviewed. Many questions were raised.  Joan MacDonald will request clarification.

The budget has been reviewed for the 2005/2006 school year.  The projected deficit will be less than $40K.

The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 7, at 7PM.

John O'Rourke closed the meeting with a prayer.

The meeting adjourned at 9:10 PM.
