Joan MacDonald - Principal's Report:

· Judy Kniskern has resigned from the School Board

· School started Wednesday August 30.

· The 4th and 5th Grade students are performing “community service” instead of taking recess, at lunch.  They are helping the younger grades with lunch clean up.

· Parent’s Night is Thursday, 9/7/06.

· The First Mass of the year is Friday 9/8/06.

· The Gold Tournament is being held on September 27.  More golfers are needed and more sponsors are needed.

· Accreditation – the curriculum is completed; the self-study is completed.  The curriculum will be put up on the web site.  There is a 5-person Accreditation team coming in October.  There is the opening dinner on October 15.

· New computers have arrived for the computer lab and are being installed this week.

· A Financial review meeting was held.  A determination was made that $85K needs to be raised by parents during the current school year to make budget.  This money is based upon current spending projections.  The $85K figure was derived from projecting income from fundraising events scheduled during the year.  Those include the ACE Auction ($35K), the Golf Tournament ($15K), the Fun Run ($5K) and the Development Drive ($30K).

Athletic Association Report

· The field, behind the school, is being worked on for the U9 baseball and T-Ball teams.

· There is a Golf Tournament focus – more golfers and sponsors are being solicited.

· The Soccer Teams consist of a U10 Boys, U14 Girls and U6 and U8 coed teams.  The schedule for the teams is linked within the school web site.

Old Business

There are three new teachers: 2nd Grade – Ms Januska; Spanish – Mr Tarnowski; 6th Grade – Mr. Quatrone.

New Business

The Scrip program continuation is based upon getting more out of it.  Many ideas on further promoting sales was discussed.  Those ideas will be forwarded to the person coordinating the effort.
