Groundbreaking scheduled for newest Catholic mausoleum 


Springfield – The Diocese of Springfield will break ground for the third local Catholic mausoleum, Tuesday, June 17 at 10:30am at the Gate of Heaven Cemetery, 421 Tinkham Road, Springfield. Springfield Bishop Timothy A. McDonnell will be on hand to mark the start of construction for the Most Holy Redeemer Mausoleum. 


When built, this new burial facility will contain a total of 1722 crypts and 564 niches (for cremated remains) in the interior and exterior.  This 14,258 square foot mausoleum was designed by Alfred Casella Architects of Agawam and will be built by the Mullen Construction Company of New Milford, Connecticut. The exterior walls will be light gray granite, and the interior will be in light earth tones with polished marble.  A stained glass window will be designed for rear wall.


The anticipated cost of construction will be $4 million.


In 2004, the Diocese opened St. Michael the Archangel Mausoleum at St. Michael’s Cemetery on State Street.  That facility is currently 65% sold.  The first local Catholic mausoleum was built in 2003 by St. Joseph’s Parish in Pittsfield at their cemetery on Peck Road. 
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
