The regions and communities that will be part of these announcements include: 

Region 1, which is comprised of the city of North Adams, and the towns of Adams, Cheshire, Lanesborough and Williamstown.

Region 3, which is comprised of the towns of Great Barrington (Housatonic is a section of Great Barrington), Lee, Lenox (Lenox Dale is part of the town of Lenox), New Marlborough, Monterey, Otis, Sheffield, Stockbridge and West Stockbridge.

Region 4, which includes all of the villages, towns and the one city of Franklin County. They are: Greenfield, Montague (which includes the villages of Turners Falls and Millers Falls), Northfield, Orange, Shelburne Falls, Charlemont, Colrain, South Deerfield and Conway.

Region 10, which is comprised of the cities of Agawam, Westfield and West Springfield as well as the towns of Chester, Huntington, Russell and Southwick.
