Bishop Maguire hospitalized for tests





SPRINGFIELD, MA – Springfield Bishop Emeritus Joseph F. Maguire admitted himself to Mercy Medical Center here Sunday after he experienced difficulty walking. He is currently undergoing a series of tests. 





The 88-year-old bishop made the decision to go to the emergency room late in the morning, after his walking had become impaired. According to a spokesperson from Mercy Medical Center, he is listed as being in good condition.





Bishop Maguire had one knee replacement surgery in 2004. Earlier this year the bishop underwent a successful replacement surgery on his other knee and was recovering well.





According to a diocesan official, Bishop Maguire is alert and is otherwise feeling well. He is looking forward to resuming his normal activities following this experience, the official said.





Bishop Maguire served as the fifth bishop of the Diocese of Springfield from 1977 until his retirement in February of 1992. He suffered a heart attack later that year. In November of 2005, he underwent coronary bypass surgery and had an aortic valve replaced.





On June 29, 2005, Bishop Maguire celebrated the 60th anniversary of his priestly ordination.
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
