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Annual Catholic Appeal goes over $2 million mark
SPRINGFIELD –The Diocese of Springfield announced today that the 2008 Annual Catholic Appeal (ACA) has received more than $2 million dollars in pledges and gifts.

The goal for the 2008 ACA is $2.9 million. More than 19,000 area Catholics have contributed to the appeal thus far, bringing the total to $2,131,339 with an average gift of $109.

Kenneth Hokenson, secretary for institutional advancement in the diocese, said the volume of donations to the appeal since it began in late April has been steady.

“I remain optimistic that the appeal will reach its goal of $2.9 million,” said Hokenson, “and over 40 agencies, ministries and programs of the Church of western Massachusetts will continue to be able to provide much needed services to our brothers and sisters in Christ.”

Since 1959 the ACA has distributed more than $93 million, helping agencies that help those in need across the diocese.
