Bishop to dedicate new St. Michael’s Academy


Inaugural liturgy and tour of middle school campus to mark Tuesday event 





SPRINGFIELD — Springfield Bishop Timothy A. McDonnell will formally dedicate the new St. Michael’s Academy on Tuesday, September 29 during a 9:15 a.m. liturgy at the Cathedral High School auditorium, 260 Surrey Rd., Springfield.


The academy opened August 31 with a total enrollment of 822 students, with 95 faculty and staff. It is the largest Catholic school in western Massachusetts.


This past January Bishop McDonnell announced the consolidation of the five Catholic elementary schools in Springfield to create St. Michael’s Academy. Over the summer this new three-campus academy was established in the East Forest Park section of the city.  The preschool unit, called the St. Michael’s Academy Discovery Center was created at the former Cathedral High School convent on Wendover Rd.; the elementary campus was established at the former Holy Cross School on Eddywood St.; and the middle school campus was built in a Wendover Rd. section of Cathedral High School.


Following the dedication Mass, Bishop McDonnell will tour the middle school campus. This tour should begin at approximately 10:15 a.m.  
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
