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2010 Annual Catholic Appeal reaches $1.27 million

More than 11,000 donors have already participated.

 

SPRINGFIELD- Officials from the Roman Catholic Diocese of Springfield have released an update on the 2010 Annual Catholic Appeal. Currently the diocesan campaign has received $1.27 million in pledges and one-time gifts from 11,673 donors. This represents slightly more than one third of the diocesan goal of $3 million.

“This is a good start,” said Annual Catholic Appeal manager, Stacy M. Dibbern, “but if we are going to make our goal and be able to help those in need locally, then we’ll need more Catholics to step forward to make their commitment to this year’s Annual Catholic Appeal.”

More than 40 ministries and services benefit from Annual Catholic Appeal funding, serving people at all stages of life. 

“From our services to young expectant mothers, to Catholic education, campus ministry, youth ministry and family life, through our support of retired priests and sisters, as well as our commitment to reach out to shut-ins and the infirmed, the annual appeal covers the full span of life with all the challenges each chapter brings with it,” Dibbern said.

Local generosity was also witnessed this past January when Springfield Bishop Timothy A. McDonnell authorized special parish collections to aid earthquake victims in Haiti. The total to date of donations to that campaign is $489,297.65, which includes funds raised by the National Shrine of The Divine Mercy in Stockbridge.
