Cathedral High School to offer parents and teachers additional assistance in dealing with recent tragedy’s long term impact 

Behavioral Health Network to provide workshops next week

 
SPRINGFIELD- Recognizing that the March 13 tragic murder of Cathedral High School senior Conor Reynolds has impacted the entire school community, Cathedral High School has arranged for a trauma response team from the Behavioral Health Network (BHN) to offer two special workshops next week.

Over the past week counselors from the high school, with assistance from Springfield public school counselors, have been focusing on the needs of students. That effort will now expand to work with parents and teachers on dealing with the long-term impact of this tragedy.

On Tuesday, March 23 at 7 p.m., the BHN team will hold a meeting for parents in the Cathedral High auditorium.  The next day a special session will be held in the afternoon for teachers. 

Behavioral Health Network is an affiliate of Riverside Community Care’s statewide trauma response network, which has been providing trauma-related services since 1990.
