Diocese to sponsor workshop for Haitians


Catholic Charities Agency to offer workshop for Haitians applying for Temporary Protected Status


 





SPRINGFIELD- The Catholic Charities agency of the Diocese of Springfield will be offering a workshop for all persons from Haiti, residing in Hampshire, Hampden, Franklin and Berkshire Counties as of Jan. 12, to provide information and an opportunity to apply for Temporary Protected Status (TPS) as now allowed under the recent ruling through the US Dept. of Homeland Security. Temporary protected status was created by Congress in 1990 to aid immigrants who could not return to their countries because of war, natural disasters or civil strife. The current application would allow a limited extension lasting no more than 18 months.





At this workshop there will be case workers available to assist people in understanding the criteria and eligibility for TPS and opportunity to complete the initial application.





The workshop will be held on Tuesday, Feb. 9 from 10 a.m. until noon in the Bishop Marshall Center located behind St. Michael’s Cathedral at 254 State St, Springfield. For information call 413-452-0605.
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
