Kindergarten - Grade 5

Students Entering Kindergarten

· Practice rote counting. 1-10

· Recognize shapes (square, rectangle, triangle, and circle)
· Recognize numbers. 1-10

· Continue rote counting to 20

· Count “how many” up to 10 (6 popsicles, 3 apples etc.)

· Review recognizing and finding shapes (squares, rectangle, triangle and circle)

· Review recognizing patterns (fork, spoon, fork, spoon, fork, spoon)

· Review sorting and classifying (group by color or by shape)

· Review positional words (right, left, top, bottom, over, under, above between)

Students Entering Grade 1
· Continue rote counting to 100. Count by 10's and 5's
· Review recognizing numbers 1-30

· Review number order. Ask what come before or after a particular number. Ask what number comes between two other numbers

· Practice writing numbers to reduce the occurrence of reversals

· Review patterns, sorting and classifying

· Practice matching sets and numerals
· Review the basic concepts of addition and subtraction. Practice both horizontal and vertical problems with sums to 10

· Practice both horizontal and vertical subtraction problems that show subtraction from numbers to 10

Students Entering Grade 2

· Memorize addition and subtraction facts 0-10

· Practice addition and subtraction 11-20

Students Entering Grade 3
· Addition and subtraction facts 0-20

· Multiplication facts 0, 2, 5
· Two digit regrouping with addition/subtraction and zero’s

Students Entering Grade 4
· Add whole numbers up to thousands place with regrouping. Ex:  6073

· Subtract whole numbers to thousands place, including subtracting across zeros.  Ex: 6009

· Rounding numbers up to thousands place. Ex: round 6971 to thousands place, Round 6971 to tens place
· Multiplication tables 0-12, Division facts 0-12 (memorize)

· Write numbers to thousands place using expanded and word form. Ex 671, six hundred seventy one, 600+70+1.

· Read, write, and show time on an analog (face) clock

· Review value of all money and counting back change
Students Entering Grade 5

· Multiplication tables 0 –12
· Basic division facts (reverse of multiplication facts-divisor up to 12.  Ex:144 divided by 12)

· Addition of whole numbers with both addends into the thousands using regrouping.   6328

· Subtraction of whole numbers into thousands using regrouping.    6214

-3947

· Up to hundred thousands, identify place, the value, and read/write whole numbers in standard form and word form.

Ex: 423,625 (standard form)

Four hundred twenty three thousand, six hundred twenty five (word Form)

Value of underlined digit 20,000
